MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON AUGUST 23, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Bobby Tyler, Wade Carlisle and Phil Cobb.  Mayor Hill was absent and excused due to work. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Cobb led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Carlisle gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

PUBLIC HEARING:
The public hearing for the fees for users of the City water systems that are outside of the city limits was opened at 6:01 by Vice-Mayor Haussman.  Finance Director Sullivan explained that this increase would only affect users who do not reside within the Corporate City limits of Holbrook and it would only affect the base rate.  As there was no one from public who chose to speak the public hearing was closed at 6:04 p.m.
CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for August 4, 2011 thru August 17, 2011.
B. Minutes of the Regular meeting held on August 9, 2011.

C. Special event liquor license-Holbrook Elks, September 5, 2011.

D. Special event liquor license-Holbrook Elks, September 17, 2011.

Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware: 
Councilmember Carlisle recused himself from this item and left the chambers as he is an owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Tyler made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $5664.59.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor:
1.  The proposed resolutions for the League Conference were on the agenda for discussion but as the Mayor was not present Council briefly reviewed them.        Councilmembers:
1.  Vice-Mayor Haussman and Councilmember Maxwell commented that they have received compliments on the weed spraying program.

2. Councilmember Cobb reported that he is receiving positive comments regarding the cleanup efforts which are taking place in Holbrook.
3. Councilmember Tyler reported that the Community Clean up is going well and that there are several projects which are in process.  Councilmember Tyler stated that he would like to get more churches and civic organizations involved.  Next Community Clean-up will be held on November 5, 2011.Councilmember Tyler stated that the big project right now is the area around the Fairgrounds.       
 Manager’s Report:
1. Manager Alley stated that if citizens will cut their weeds the City will pick them up and also noted that it is free to take green waste to the transfer site.  Manager Alley stated that weed spray and sprayers are available at City Hall for no charge.

2.  Manager Alley reported that 4th Avenue has been completed and the next street will be 11th Avenue.
3. Manager Alley reported that the La Jolla water project is being conducted now and should be complete next week.

4. Finance Director Sullivan reported that the Jail costs first billing was $5600.00.

5. Finance Director reported that the audit will begin the second week of September and the October 31 deadline should be met.

6. Manager Alley read a letter from the Arizona Department of Revenue regarding compliance with Arizona Tax Law.
OLD BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Manager Alley reported that this is a budgeted item.  Manager Alley stated that this particular pump has been replaced several times and it has been recommended that a larger grit pump be installed. Manager Alley stated that three quotes were obtained and the lowest was Precision Electric which staff is recommending the purchase be made from in the amount of $8323.00 plus tax and shipping.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to purchase the grit pump from Precision Electric.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B. Manager Alley reported that the property directly north of new North Country Clinic was bid and only one bid was received from Summit Healthcare in the amount of $120,000.00 and Staff is recommending awarding the bid to Summit for this amount plus the survey fee of $100.30 and appraisal fee of $1000.00.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if Council was only approving the bid results tonight as he wants to see the sales agreement and he wants a reversionary clause in the agreement.   Manager Alley asked if Council wanted an agreement similar to North Country’s.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the bid price of $120,000.00 plus the $100.30 and the $1000.00 in expenses to Summit Healthcare.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the bid was awarded to Summit Healthcare unanimously.
C. Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Ordinance 11-05 captioned as follows for its first reading:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 4, SECTION 4-11-5, RATES, RULES AND REGULATIONS, ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 

Manager Alley explained Ordinance 11-05 stating that currently with the new legislation passed by the State commercial sanitation accounts can be serviced by persons other than the City.  Manager Alley stated that several customers are switching to new contractors for their service but this does not include such things as green waste, transfer site, curbside pick-up or cardboard recycling bins.  Manager Alley stated that the transfer site is subsidized by the fees collected on the sanitation bins.  Manager Alley stated that this will give the City a tool to encourage users to not change their services until the Sanitation rates can be increased to help cover the free services.  Manager Alley stated that the City has lost about $100,000.00 in revenues due to this State law.  Councilmember Peterson asked if this Ordinance will prevent users who do not have City services from using the Transfer Site and other sanitation services provided by the City.  Manager Alley stated that the City will not have to take their waste and they will have to call their vendor for another pickup or determine how to place the waste in their bins. Manager Alley stated that if he can determine a rate structure which covers the extra waste he would like this Ordinance revised again.
Manager Alley stated that this process would be started before next Council meeting.

D. Vice-Mayor Haussman presented Resolution 11-08, captioned as follows:

A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR RESIDENTIAL USERS OF THE CITY WATER SYSTEM THAT ARE OUTSIDE OF THE CITY LIMITS INCLUDING USERS AT SUN VALLEY.

Manager Alley stated that currently there is outside City water rates but that Sun Valley Utilities was not being charged this rate and this resolution would allow the change. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the Holbrook water users subsidize the Sun Valley Utilities. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Resolution 11-08.  Councilmember Cobb second and the motion carried unanimously.

E. Manager Alley stated that He is recommending the addition of an Assistant City Manager position and promotion of Finance Director Randy Sullivan to the position.  Manager Alley stated that this will help ensure continuity of service when retirements occur as most of Office Staff has a number of years in and will allow the opportunity for training. Manager Alley also stated that this position will be combined with Mr. Sullivan’s current duties as Finance Director. Manager Alley stated that with the anticipated development it would be an ideal time for training, Councilmember Tyler made a motion to approve the position of Assistant City Manager.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
F. Manager Alley reported that it is time to renew the Chief of Police’s contract.  Manager Alley is recommending that the same contract be approved which is for two years and the same amount of pay.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the contract.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

G. Finance Director Sullivan that Burden Electric was previously awarded the bid for Energy Efficiency Grant and that the rebates have come back from APS so there is more funding for more projects.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he is recommending that the next two projects be awarded to Burden Electric as well as part of the grant.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there are no matching funds required for this grant. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to award the bid to Burden Electric.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Vince Farr petitioned the Council asking for their support for the Community Cleanup to be held on November 5, 2011 and challenged Citizens to help persons in need at their homes.
