MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 13, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Bobby Tyler, Wade Carlisle and Phil Cobb.  Vice-Mayor Haussman was absent and excused due to work. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Mayor Hill gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
A.  City Clerk Reyes presented the proclamation for the 80th Annual Navajo County Fair.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt the proclamation. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and September 14 thru September 18, 2011 was proclaimed “Navajo County Fair Week” unanimously. 

B. City Clerk Reyes presented the proclamation for Constitution Week.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt the proclamation.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and September 17 through September 23, 2011 was proclaimed as United States Constitution Week unanimously.

C. City Clerk Reyes presented the proclamation for Family Day.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt the proclamation.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the 4th Monday of September was declared “Family Day-A day to eat dinner with your children day unanimously.

D. City Clerk Reyes announced that Parent/teacher’s Conferences will be held on Sept. 14 and Sept. 15. 
E. Mayor Hill moved this item to later in the agenda so that the County Officials could arrive at meeting and set up for presentation.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for August 18, 2011 thru September 8, 2011.
Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused themselves from this item and left the chambers as he is an owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $1359.30.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor:
1.  Mayor Hill reported that he will be meeting with the Alcohol Committee in two weeks regarding the proposed change to legislation for public intoxication. Mayor Hill stated that he would like to meet with Chief Jackson to discuss any changes he may feels should be presented.
2. Mayor Hill reminded the Council that reports of officers does not allow for dialogue between Councilmembers.  Mayor Hill stated that if the Council desires to have discussion on a particular topic it needs to be listed on the agenda.

        Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Cobb reminded everyone to attend the fair.

2. Councilmember Tyler reported that the SDA kids conducted a clean up on September 9 with 42 kids participating and on September 10, 60 persons showed up to assist with the Community Cleanup.  Councilmember Tyler thanked everybody who came out and helped and thanked the Tribune for taking pictures.  
3. Councilmember Maxwell stated that he was impressed that citizens of Woodruff showed up to help with the cleanup.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that he believed more than 100 persons assisted with the event.
        Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that the City is still conducting demolitions and cleaning of vacant lots.   Manager Alley stated that if a citizen has a lot that needs cleaned to contact the City and they will provide a list of persons who will clean the lot or the City can clean the lot and bill the citizen if they chose.

2. Manager Alley reported that the City has completed landscaping at the corner of Navajo and Iowa. 
3. Manager Alley reported that the Iowa Street water line will be completed this week.

4. Manager Alley reported that all paperwork has been submitted to ADEQ for new well and as soon as they approve it the well house will be constructed. 

5. Manager Alley reported that the sewer modeling is in process and hopefully will be available by next meeting.

6. Manager Alley reported that 6 doggy waste containers have been installed at various locations in the City. Manager Alley stated that all of the containers were donated by local businesses.
OLD BUSINESS:
Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 11-05 for its second reading captioned as follows:

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 4, SECTION 4-11-5, RATES, RULES AND REGULATIONS, ESTABLISHING AN EFFECTIVE DATE; AND PROVIDING FOR REPEAL AND SEVERABILITY. 

Councilmember Peterson asked if the effect of this Ordinance is that if someone does not have sanitation services with the City of Holbrook they will  not be able to use City sanitation services until  a rate structure is developed. City Clerk Reyes stated that any person who does not have an established account will not be allowed to use the transfer site, curbside pickup or any other Sanitation service the City provides. Manager Alley stated that this will only effect Commercial users. Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 11-05.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.   A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye”, Councilmember Tyler, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Marlin Gillespie explained that the ten year Census will prompt redistricting due to increases in population.  Mr. Gillespie stated that in April Navajo County established a Redistricting and Advisory Committee and he was asked to serve on this committee by J.R. DeSpain. Mr. Gillespie stated that rules have been established that all districts be nearly equal in population and have no more than a 10% deviation in population from one district to another.  Mr. Gillespie stated that the Committee will submit 2 to 3 plans which have been studied by the Committee.  Mr. Gillespie displayed 5 different options for the Council in the form of maps with each plan having less than the 10% deviation.  Mr. Gillespie stated that three of the plans are close to 5% deviation and the others are higher.  Mr. Gillespie stated that he would leave the maps for Council to review so they could determine which one they would support.  Mayor Hill stated that Council would recess to look at the maps and perhaps vote on a resolution to support one of the maps.  Mr. Gillespie stated that the 5 maps presented are all comparable.  Mayor Hill called for a recess of 6:50 p.m.  The meeting reconvened from recess at 7:03 p.m. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he liked Map 2 and would like to keep Holbrook, Joe City, Sun Valley and Woodruff together if possible.  Councilmember’s Peterson and Maxwell were in agreement.   Councilmember Cobb made a motion to issue a resolution of support for Map #2 TLP 04.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
Mayor Hill moved the meeting back to Presentations Item D for the County to make their presentation that was listed on the agenda.  Mayor Hill introduced Supervisor J.R. DeSpain and County Manager Jimmie Jayne.  Mr. DeSpain introduced Sheriff K.C. Clark, Navajo County Assessor Cammy Darris, Clerk of the Board, Melissa Buckley, Navajo County Recorder Laurette Justman and Navajo County School Superintendent Linda Morrow.  Supervisor DeSpain stated that redistricting is going to happen and they do want to hear from their constituents on this matter.  Supervisor DeSpain asked everyone to attend the Fair and thanked the City for all its support of the Fair.  County Manager Jayne gave a presentation showing were the Counties revenues come from and the counties expenditures.  Manager Jayne stated that all County Departments have agreed to a level of expenditures for their departments. Manager Jayne stated that the State is balancing their budget on the backs of local government either from the Counties or Cities. Mr. Jayne stated that the County will be fighting some of legislation proposed to keep from having additional funds taken from them. Manager Jayne spoke about jail services and costs.
B.  Manager Alley stated that the City had traded years for NACOG funding with Pinetop and now our year is coming up.  Manager Alley stated that this funding was to re-align McLaws Road.  Manager Alley stated that with the aid of the County McLaws Road has been resurfaced which frees the funding up for another project.  Manager Alley presented a map with possible routes for use of the funds recommending that the paving be continued from where the last project left off to City Limits.  Manager Alley stated that if there is funding left over he would recommend pavement preservation on Arizona and Florida streets.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to change the scope of work for the NACOG funding.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 11-07 captioned as follows for its first reading:
Manager Alley stated that this is to sell the land to Summit Healthcare and that the purchase agreement is attached for Council’s review.  Manager Alley stated that there is a similar reverter clause in the agreement.  
D. Manager Alley presented bid results for the Self Contained, Self Check-out and Self Return Hardware/Software system.  Manager Alley stated that this is similar to a red box for video checkout at the Library. Manager Alley stated that the recommendation from Staff is not that of the low bidder but Libramation.   Manager Alley stated that Staff has checked with the State regarding the grant funding and as long as the procurement procedures are followed the bid does not need to be awarded to low bidder. Councilmember Peterson asked if this was being paid for by a Grant from the State.  Librarian Wendy Skevington stated that it is Federal funding which is funneled through the state.  Councilmember Peterson asked if there would be a maintenance agreement for this item and what the cost would be. Ms. Skevington stated there is an option to purchase this and the item is covered for one year and after that an extended warranty can be purchased for 10% of the equipment price for a year. Manager Alley stated that the maintenance agreement will be budgeted in next fiscal year when it is needed.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to award the bid to Libramation in the amount not to exceed $61,330.00.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
E. Councilmember Carlisle stated that the community cleanup projects have been managed well by Manager Alley and Councilmember Tyler.  Councilmember Carlisle asked that a set of rules be established to be handed out.  Councilmember Carlisle would like the clean ups to be organized and the dumpsters to be manned by a trained person so that City Staff does not have to separate items later on. Councilmember Tyler stated that the City will be involved with the cleanups so he believes some of these issues will be resolved. Manager Alley stated that more planning will be put into place for the November 5 clean up. Manager Alley stated that the last clean up was a learning experience. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he would like to see a hazardous waste days established for disposal of these items. Councilmember Maxwell disagreed with rules being established as the last clean up was well managed and everyone received instruction as needed.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that there was no pressure to clean something up in a certain way.  Councilmember Maxwell stated that it was a tremendous effort and he did not hear of any complaints. Mayor Hill agreed saying that we need to make it easy for the citizens of Holbrook. 
F. Manager Alley stated that he had been contacted by the bankruptcy Attorney for the PSiSC property regarding the City’s right of first refusal for this parcel.  Manager Alley stated that if the Council wanted to exercise the right the City would have to purchase the property back for fair market value.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to desist on right of 1st purchase and authorize Manager Alley to execute the documents to do such.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
G.  Manager Alley reported to the Council that the Sanitation Truck had broken down and had to be towed.  Manager Alley stated that the truck was towed to Auto Safety House and he had authorized them to complete the repairs otherwise another tow fee would have had to be paid to have it towed to Show Low or Flagstaff to a maintenance shop that could diagnose the problem and repair.  Manager Alley stated that the repairs would be about $8500.00 and asked that the Council approve the expenditure to Auto Safety House.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to expend funds to Auto Safety House in an amount not to exceed $8,500.00 for repairs to the sanitation truck.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
