MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON SEPTEMBER 27, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Myron Maxwell, Bobby Tyler and Phil Cobb.  Councilmember Carlisle was absent and excused due to work. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

City Clerk Reyes led the pledge of allegiance and Dr. Bradley gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
A.  Chief of Police Mark Jackson presented Sergeant Zimmerman with the Holbrook Police Department Life Saving award for an incident which occurred on June 4, 2011 in which he and Officer Olson were responsible for saving a life.
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for September 9, 2011 thru September 21, 2011.
B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on August 23, 2011.

Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill recused himself from this item and left the chambers as he is an owner of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $3853.03.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor:
1.  Mayor Hill reported that he had attended the study group for the Public Intoxication legislation.  Mayor Hill reported that Senator Allen also attended.  Mayor Hill reported that different items that are being looked at such as a possible minimum 72 hour hold for someone who is arrested while intoxicated as well as a possible County liquor tax.
      Councilmembers:

1. Vice-Mayor Haussman reported that the City Manager and himself had met with representatives from American West Resources regarding their potential potash facility and everything still looks promising.

2. Councilmember Cobb reported that there are several animals at the shelter for adoption.

3. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Elks would hold the annual Halloween Party and they are looking for donations of time and candy.

4. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Navajo County Fair was an outstanding effort.

5. Councilmember Maxwell reported that the Fair was a success and that the Police Department and Navajo County Sheriff’s Officers had done a good job keeping the vagrants off the streets during the Fair.

        Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that he had checked on the sanitation truck and the turbo was not under recall.

2. Manager Alley reported that 11th Avenue has been started and that next will be Clearview Heights.

3. Manager Alley reported that the new well has been tested and the results were good.  Manager Alley reported that the results are being sent to the Engineer who will submit to ADEQ.
4. Finance Director Sullivan reported that APS has conducted an energy efficiency audit at the treatment plant and has determined that for $82,500 energy saving devices can be installed and the City will be rebated $45,000.00.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the annual savings after installation will be $53,000.00 and the project will pay for itself in less than one year.
OLD BUSINESS:
A. Mayor Hill presented Ordinance 11-07 for its second reading captioned as follows:
Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 11-07.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.   A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye”, Councilmember Tyler, “aye” and Mayor Hill, “aye”.
B. Manager Alley stated that he had received the sewer modeling today and has not had time to review it so he is not comfortable discussing it.  Manager Alley stated that it appears that there is a bottleneck which occurs in the summer months from 8th Avenue to the treatment plant.  Manager Alley stated that he will have this ready to discuss at next Council meeting.

NEW BUSINESS:
A. Finance Director Sullivan stated that the School Resource Agreement with the Holbrook Unified School District is the same agreement we have operated under for years except the dollar amount.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the School lost its state funding and will now contribute $22,000 towards the officer and the City will provide the remainder.  Chief Jackson stated that this presence in the school is very important and needs to be maintained. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the IGA for School Resource Officer. Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
