MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON OCTOBER 22, 2013 
CALL TO ORDER:  
Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Myron Maxwell, Richard Peterson, Phil Cobb and Wade Carlisle.  Councilmember Bobby Tyler was absent. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Mayor Hill led the pledge of allegiance and Vice Mayor Haussman 

gave the invocation. 
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Dave Laney from Cardno ATC petitioned the Council regarding the Brownfields consulting services bids.  Mr. Laney stated that his company has worked in Holbrook on several clean-up projects involving remediation systems.  Mr. Laney stated that he worked with the City of Flagstaff to write the Brownfields grant application.  Mr. Laney stated that Holbrook is ahead of the other members of the coalition as they have already bid for consultants are have a recommendation but he asked that Council defer award of the consultant until EPA identifies the projects on the inventory which are eligible for funding, the City negotiates access agreements with property holders to allow the project work to be conducted and that the consultants be allowed to inspect the properties so that accurate costs can be bid for each property.

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

Councilmembers:

1.  Councilmember Cobb reported that tomorrow is Walk with me to be drug free starting at 7:45 at the Historic Courthouse.
2. Councilmember Cobb congratulated the Holbrook High School Band on their performance at Disneyland.

3. Councilmember Cobb congratulated the Special Olympics Bocce Team for their first place win.

4. Councilmember Carlisle read an article about feral cats and native cats and the problems they cause to native wildlife.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that it comes down to that domestic animals are still the biggest threat to livestock and other animals not wildlife such as wolves, mountain lions and other animals.  
Manager’s Report:

1.  Manager Alley offered condolences to the family of Vandena Serna. 

2. Manager Alley reported that the concrete roads are being crack sealed.

3. Manager Alley reported that the clarifier arm at the treatment plant settled and has been repaired in-house.

4. Manager Alley reported that he is holding a public works meeting every morning at 7:30 to assign duties and find out what’s on everyone’s schedule.

5. Manager Alley reported that all the water systems have been winterized.

6. Manager Alley reported that the Truck Stops of America has started work on their new garage.

7. Manager Alley reported that Tractor Supply has placed the electric in their name.
8. Manager Alley reported that a Holiday Inn is to be constructed in 2014.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Lieutenant Harrelson stated that the Chief and he had completed the Lexipool training last week and they will start reviewing the policy and procedures immediately.

B. Manager Alley stated that Council had been given the League’s Salary Survey, Manager Alley stated that the survey is a good starting point but is hard to compare as job titles are different from City to City so they are not comparing apples to apples and oranges to oranges.  Vice-Mayor Haussman thanked Manager Alley and suggested that later on he would like to have a work session on this. Mayor Hill stated that when Vice-Mayor Haussman is ready he can call for a work session.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  City Clerk Reyes stated that 8 bids were received.  City Clerk Reyes stated that both Assistant Manager Sullivan and she had reviewed the bids but they are by no means experts on this matter.  City Clerk Reyes stated that several things were looked at to determine who the lowest most responsible bidder was including qualified personnel, number of projects completed in northern Arizona, experience and pricing.  Ms. Reyes stated that the request for qualifications was also reviewed by Allwyn Environmental who is the grant administrator for the Coalition grant.  Ms. Reyes stated that the contract cannot be awarded until EPA approves the sites but we can award and begin writing the contract.  City Clerk Reyes stated that Assistant Manager Sullivan and herself concur with Allwyn and based on review recommend the contract be awarded to EEC.  Councilmember Peterson stated that it seems to him with the range in the bids they are not bidding on the same items. Councilmember Peterson stated that based on the call to the public and the things that have been said, Council may not have enough information to award.  City Clerk Reyes read an email from Krista Perry from Allwyn stating the choice of EEC was still a good choice even though some of the numbers did not match up.  Mayor Hill asked what sites are being proposed, City Clerk Reyes responded that the old water shop is the main focus but there are 16 sites in total and most are lead based paint and asbestos abatement rather than petroleum based abatement.  Clerk Reyes thanked Mr. Laney for his work on the grant as his company had conducted the inventory work for the City and he had written the Request for Qualifications.  Manager Alley asked if a representative from Allwyn could be present to answer questions at the next meeting.  Clerk Reyes stated that she believed so and would ask.  Council was in agreement that they had further questions and would like the consultant to address the issues brought up in the call to the public. Council took no action on this item. 
B. City Clerk Reyes presented Ordinance 13-12 for its first reading captioned as follows: 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 4, SECTION 4-1-4 STREET SURFACE. 

Councilmember Carlisle asked the Clerk to read the portion of the ordinance that is changed.    City Clerk Reyes read as follows   “F. The above standards may be modified with geotechnical investigation and or engineering designs approved by the City Council or by the City Engineer.” Councilmember Carlisle stated that the approval of the all-weather road which goes to partition plant was accepted by Council and is against City Code so the policy was broken then and we are trying to keep this from happening again.  Manager Alley stated that the new wording will allow the City to accept streets with standards that the Council agrees upon. 
C. Manager Alley reported that no bids were received for the Historic Henning Block. Manager Alley suggested that Council leave it to rest until it is brought up again.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
POST EXECUTIVE SESSION:
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE:

Richard Golsarry petitioned the Council regarding his water being shut off.  Mr. Golsarry stated that his water has been off for 4 months and he has tried to get Manager Alley to help him.  Mr. Golsarry stated that he has called Manager Alley at least five times and he does not return his calls. Mr. Golsarry stated that he has been accused of cutting the lock on the water box and that he didn’t do it.  Mr. Golsarry stated that his wife is sick and they need water in the house.  Mr. Golsarry stated also that he is being harassed by the police and they broke down his door and pulled on gun on his wife.  Mr. Golsarry pleaded with the Council to help him.

Leo Maestas petitioned the Council regarding his public information request of October 8 and October 9 which City Clerk Reyes has responded to in writing stating that the requests were not valid requests. Mr. Maestas quoted State Statute 39-121-03.  Mr. Maestas stated that these kinds of denials only happen in places like North Korea.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  Councilmember Carlisle recused himself from this item as he is the owner of Walt’s Hardware and he left the Chambers.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the claims to Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $830.38.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

There being no further business to come before the Council at this time Vice-Mayor Haussman adjourned the meeting by unanimous consent at  7:47 p.m.
