MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON NOVEMBER 8, 2011 
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmember’s Richard Peterson, Wade Carlisle and Phil Cobb.  Vice-Mayor Haussman and Councilmember Tyler were absent and excused due to illness.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Carlisle led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Maxwell gave the invocation.
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
Mayor Hill offered condolences to Councilmember Peterson in the loss of his mother.

PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

PUBLIC HEARING:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to open the public hearing.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the public hearing was opened at 6:02 p.m.  No comments were made regarding the Brownfield’s grant.  Mayor Hill asked Manager Alley to speak on the Sanitation Rates portion of the public hearing.  Manager Alley stated that these increases are for those who are not sanitation customers of the City of Holbrook.  Manager Alley stated that it will allow for these persons to utilize the City’s services but at a higher rate.  The public hearing closed at 6:13 p.m.
CONSENT AGENDA
Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the items on the consent agenda.  
A. Claims/payment approval for October 19, 2011 thru November 2, 2011.
B. Minutes of the regular meeting held on October 25, 2011.

Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR: Walt’s Hardware:  
Mayor Hill and Councilmember Carlisle recused themselves from this item as they are owners of Walt’s Hardware.  Councilmember Tyler appeared telephonically for Walt’s Claims so that a quorum was present.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $4229.03.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.  Councilmember Tyler left the meeting telephonically at this time. 

SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:

         Mayor:
1.  Mayor Hill announced that a Charter Review Committee will need to be appointed in next couple of months to conduct review before next election.

2. Mayor Hill announced what a pleasure it is to work with Manager Alley and how amazed he is at what has been accomplished on a shoe string budget.
      Councilmembers:
1. Councilmember Cobb thanked everyone who helped with the recent Halloween event at the Elks in conjunction with the HELP Coalition.  Councilmember Cobb stated over 400 persons were in attendance.

2. Councilmember Cobb thanked all those who assisted with the Haunted Court House Tours and stated that over 200 persons attended these.

3. Councilmember Cobb stated that 20-25 persons helped with the Community Clean up event on Saturday and a great job was done.

4. Councilmember Cobb announced that he is growing his hair again for another fund raiser.
5. Councilmember Maxwell reported that although the weather did not cooperated for the Community Clean up a good job was done.  Councilmember Maxwell thanked the City for all its assistance.

6. Councilmember Carlisle stated that he had attended a NACOG meeting and that the City’s plans to complete paving on McLaws Road in 2014 was approved.  

7. Councilmember Carlisle reported that the Governor has stated that the State is in the black.  Councilmember Carlisle stated that resolutions are being adopted to request that the HURF funds be returned to Cities, Towns and Counties and he would like such a resolution on the next Council agenda.
      Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley reported that there are discrepancies in the Sewer modeling report and that GHD has agreed to review and correct for no additional fees.
2. Manager Alley reported that ADEQ has given permission to construct the well house for new water well.

3. Manager Alley reported that 700 foot of E. Florida has been concreted.

4. Manager Alley reported that the mobile home on Florida and 3rd Street has been abated.

5. City Clerk Reyes reported that 30 new customers have signed up for Fitness Center Memberships and that 58 people per day is the average use.
 OLD BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  City Clerk Reyes asked the Council to approve an agreement with Katrina Tafoya for use of the Community Building for Mexican Dance Instruction.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the agreement is the same as the Zumba Instructors agreement.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to enter into the agreement with Katrina Tafoya for use of the Community Building to conduct Mexican Dance Instruction.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B. City Clerk Reyes presented Resolution 11-12 captioned as follows:
A RESOLUTION OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE FEES FOR USERS OF THE CITY SANITATION SYSTEM.

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt the resolution.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C.  Finance Director Sullivan presented bid results for the HVAC units for City Hall. Finance Director Sullivan stated that these units will be purchased as a part of the Energy Efficiency Community Block Grant with the cost being $22,225.26 and $1820.00 being rebated back.  Finance Director Sullivan asked that the bid be awarded to Pueblo Mechanical & Controls even though their bid is $115.26 higher than lowest bid as they had actually come to the site to determine everything that would be necessary and no other vendor had done such.  Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to award the bid to Pueblo Mechanical & Controls for the HVAC units in the amount of $22,225.26.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. Librarian Wendy Skevington requested that the Council approve the use of grant funding from the Arizona State Library, Archives and Public Records referred to as Broadband Technology Opportunities Program Round 2 (BTOPII).  Ms. Skevington stated that the grant will provide a part time individual for instruction in resumes, job searches, employment applications, etc.  Ms. Skevington stated that there is no matching funds required for this grant.  Manager Alley stated that after 18 months this position will be eliminated unless the grant funding is extended.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve entering into the agreement with State Library for the purpose of BTOPII grant.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
