MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON NOVEMBER 12, 2013 
CALL TO ORDER:  
Councilmember Carlisle called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Councilmember’s Myron Maxwell, Richard Peterson, Phil Cobb, Bobby Tyler and Wade Carlisle.  Mayor Jeff Hill and Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman were absent and excused due to work.
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

Councilmember Cobb led the pledge of allegiance and Councilmember Carlisle 

gave the invocation. 
CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Chief of Police Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CEREMONIALS/ANNOUNCMENTS/PRESENTATION:
PETITIONS FROM THE PUBLIC:

Dave Laney from Cardno ATC petitioned the Council regarding the Brownfields consulting services bids.  Mr. Laney stated that his company has worked in Holbrook on several clean-up projects involving remediation systems.  Mr. Laney stated that he worked with the City of Flagstaff to write the Brownfields grant application.  Mr. Laney stated that Holbrook is ahead of the other members of the coalition as they have already bid for consultants ard have a recommendation but he asked that Council defer award of the consultant until EPA identifies the projects on the inventory which are eligible for funding, the City negotiates access agreements with property holders to allow the project work to be conducted and that the consultants be allowed to inspect the properties so that accurate costs can be bid for each property.  
OLD BUSINESS:

B.  Councilmember Carlisle moved this item up on the agenda as Ms. Perry is driving back to Phoenix this evening.  Krista Perry of Allwyn Environmental the grants administrator for the Route 66 Coalition Brownfields grant spoke to the Council.  Ms.  Perry stated that it is common to request bids when all the information is not available.  Ms. Perry stated that all bidders bid based on the same information with no one having any advantage over the other.  Ms. Perry stated that the average range, qualifications and personnel is what was considered during the review of the bid results and that is why Allwyn recommends awarding the contract without bidders being allowed access onto properties.  Ms. Perry stated that EPA has to approve each site before a review can be conducted and the City will have to obtain access agreements before the reviews.  Ms. Perry stated that no contract will be entered into with EEC, the recommended low bidder until both of these have been done.  Ms. Perry stated that any changes in pricing would have to go through the City of Flagstaff and City of Holbrook as a range for these services has already been established.  Councilmember Cobb voiced a concern that one of the properties was his and he was unsure if he would allow access just in case something was found during the assessment and he did not have the funds to pay for clean-up.  Ms. Perry stated that for lead based paint and asbestos no clean up needs to be conducted as long as it is not disturbed or a remodeling project is not planned.  Ms. Perry stated that it could sit until the property owner wished to move on with the clean-up.  Ms. Perry stated that it will help the property owners to determine if a hazard exists.  Councilmember Carlisle asked if there would be additional funding available if a second assessment was needed on a property.  Ms. Perry stated that there would be funding available for additional assessment and those projects would be bid.  Ms. Perry stated that EEC is a renowned firm and they know what they are doing.  Ms. Perry stated that their bid amount was $65,025 while Cardno’s was $100,000.00 and that EEC was the best choice with this bid amount, their qualifications and personnel.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to award the bid to EEC.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

1. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Veteran’s Service had excellent attendance.

2. Councilmember Cobb thanked everyone who participated with the Halloween Bonanza.  Councilmember Cobb stated that the attendance was up and that for the first time the Elk’s actually ran out of candy.

3. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Halloween dance for the students was very successful with over 150 students attending.

4. Councilmember Cobb reported that the override for the Holbrook Unified School District was approved by the voters.
Manager’s Report:

1.  Manager Alley reported that the Streets Department is working on crack sealing.

2. Manager Alley reporter that the Water Department is working at the booster tanks removing an old building and equipment.

3. Manager Alley reported that he has plans for a Tesla Electric Charging station and will be meeting with representatives tomorrow.

4. Manager Alley reported that he has met with the engineer for the proposed Holiday Inn project.
5. Chief Jackson reported that the cameras which were not operational have been sent off for repair.
6. Chief Jackson reported that the Officers have all received annual training at the Sheriff’s Office.

7. Chief Jackson reported that gun sites have been ordered to replace the ones which are non-operational.

8. Chief Jackson reported that some of the Tasers are being repaired.

9. Chief Jackson reported that they are looking at purchasing body cameras for the officers.

10. Chief Jackson reported that two officers have resigned, Kameron Edwards and Matthew Molique.
OLD BUSINESS:
A.  Chief Jackson stated that the review of the policies and procedures is moving along.  Chief Jackson stated that it will take time to finish the entire manual sometime between 6-8 months.

C. Councilmember Carlisle presented Ordinance 13-12 for its second reading captioned as follows: 
AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, AMENDING THE CITY CODE, CHAPTER 4, SECTION 4-1-4 STREET SURFACE. 

Manager Alley stated that the new wording will allow the City to accept streets with standards that the Council agrees upon. Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt Ordinance 13-12.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” and Councilmember Tyler, “aye”.

D.  Councilmember Carlisle presented Ordinance 13-11 for its second reading captioned as follows:

 AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HOLBROOK, ARIZONA, ACCEPTING AND ESTABLISHING “DIAMONDBACK DRIVE” 

Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to adopt Ordinance 13-11.  Councilmember Cobb seconded.  A roll call vote was held with the following results:  Councilmember Carlisle, “aye”, Councilmember Cobb, “aye”, Councilmember Maxwell, “aye”, Councilmember Peterson, “aye” and Councilmember Tyler, “aye”.

NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Chief Jackson asked that the Council revise a previously approved job description for Patrol Lieutenant changing the experience portion to read must have 5 years’ experience as a Supervisor rather than 5 years as a Sergeant.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to revise the job description.  Councilmember Tyler seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B. Manager Alley asked that the Council allow the City to enter into an agreement with ADOT for rehabilitation of runway lighting.  Manager Alley explained that this is the State’s portion of the grant as the FAA portion has already been approved by Council.  Manager Alley stated that the State’s portion is $6705.00 which the City must match.  Councilmember Carlisle made a motion to enter into an agreement with ADOT for rehabilitation of the Runway lighting.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:
Councilmember Carlisle stated that the executive session has been cancelled per the Attorney’s recommendation.
