
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE


HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL HELD ON DECEMBER 10, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:  
Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m.
ROLL CALL:
Mayor Jeff Hill, Councilmember’s Myron Maxwell, Richard Peterson and Phil Cobb. 
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE/INVOCATION:

The pledge was led by Councilmember Cobb and the invocation was given by Mayor Hill. 

CITY STAFF: 
City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randall Sullivan, Police Chief Mark Jackson and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CONSENT AGENDA:

Claims approval for November 21, 2013 thru December 4, 2013, Minutes of the regular meeting held on November 26, 2013 and minutes of the regular meeting held on October 8, 2013.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
SUMMARY OF CURRENT EVENTS:
Mayor:  Mayor Hill encouraged the public to visit the Historic Navajo County Museum and see what they have to offer.

Council:  
1. Councilmember Cobb thanked the Elks for hosting lunch with Santa and Clothe a Child.

2. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Elks will host a Hoop Shoot on Saturday and a Turkey Shoot.

3. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Annual Parade of Lights would be held this weekend as well as the Parade Festival.

4. Councilmember Cobb reported that the HHS Swing Thing will host a Dinner Show on Thursday.
Manager:
1. Manager Alley reported that Tractor Supply has picked up their building permit and would like to begin work on December 23, 2013.

2. Manager Alley reported that a TESLA Charging Station is going in by Burger King.

3. Manager Alley reported that the Streets Department is working on weeds in the alleys and crack sealing.

4. Manager Alley reported that he hopes to tear down the Dominguez house next week.
CALL TO THE AUDIENCE: (Items  on the agenda)

OLD BUSINESS:

NEW BUSINESS;

Mayor Hill moved new business Item E to the beginning of new business.

E. Mayor Hill stated that he had been notified that the Mayor or the Mayor’s designee needs to serve on the Fireman’s Pension Board.  Mayor Hill made a motion to appoint Councilmember Peterson to serve as his designee on the pension board.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

A.  Manager Alley stated that he would like a revision to his contract as follows:
6.
Automobile Allowance.  Manager may use a City vehicle, if available, for City-related activities. If a City vehicle is not used for City-related activities, Manager SHALL RECEIVE FUEL IN THE AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED 80 GALLONS PER MONTH for compensation for use the Manager's personal automobile and other expenses related to the duties of the Manager.

 Manager Alley stated that this will still save the City money as he uses his personal vehicles to conduct City business including his backhoe and bucket truck.  Manager Alley stated that this will help alleviate the questions on fuel in personal vehicle as well as he is limited to 80 gallons per month. Councilmember Maxwell made a motion to approve the revision to the contract.  Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

B. Manager Alley stated that the Chief of Police’s contract needs to be renewed and the only item that Chief Jackson asked be changed was his vacation leave.  Manager Alley stated that proposed change is a follows:
A. 
The City agrees to pay the Chief for services rendered under this Agreement a salary of $69,000 per annum effective July 1, 2013, payable in the same manner as other employees of the City and in accordance with the City’s payroll system.  Upon a satisfactory performance evaluation conducted by the City Manager, the City Manager will have sole authority, with the consent of the City Council, to grant an increase in salary in accordance with the pay range for the position. In addition, all other benefits available under the City’s personnel policy to other City employees are applicable to the Chief, except that the Chief will receive one week advance sick leave and two week’s vacation time.  Upon receiving advance sick leave and vacation time as stated herein, the Chief shall accumulate vacation leave at the rate of 3 WEEKS PER YEAR BEGINNING JANUARY 1, 2014, and use vacation and sick leave in the same manner as other employees, as set forth in the Personnel Rules and Regulations

Manager Alley stated that the Chief only asked for additional vacation time and no increase in his salary.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to renew Chief Mark Jackson’s contract with the revision.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

C. Manager Alley stated that due to the shortage of officers at the Police Department the Chief has asked if the officer who lives in Joseph City can take his patrol car home so he can respond directly from there.  Manager Alley stated that this will not be forever but at least until new officers are in place.  Mayor Hill made a motion to allow the Police Officer to take home his patrol car as a onetime only thing for a time period not to exceed 6 months.  Councilmember Maxwell seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D.  Manager Alley reported that the new cost estimates to complete McLaws Road are coming in at 1.1 million for 1 mile of road.  Manager Alley stated that anything over the grant amount the City will have to pay so at this point he is not sure if the project will happen.
