CALL TO ORDER:  

Vice-Mayor Haussman called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
ROLL CALL:

Councilmember Peterson seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

1.  Vice-Mayor Haussman reported that he had attended the December 8 meeting of the Real AZ Development Council.  Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he would continue to attend the meetings and that right now it is a learning experience for him and the Council is still in the development stage.
2. Councilmember Maxwell stated that he appreciates the financial report provided by Finance Director Sullivan.

3. Councilmember Cobb offered condolences to the families of Teen DeSpain and Jennifer Good.

4. Councilmember Cobb reported that there are several spayed and neutered cats available at the Humane Society.

5. Councilmember Cobb reported that the Parade of Lights went off well.
      Manager’s Report:
1.  Manager Alley stated that he will be meeting with Steve Brophy of Arizona Land and Cattle Company regarding some projects that are planned on their property.

2. Finance Director Sullivan gave a brief financial report stating that the General Fund is in the black and currently there are 6 department that are over budget for this time of the year.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that it is projected that by the end of the year these budgets will balance out. Finance Director Sullivan stated that Al Holler has collected $12,726.75 so far this year and the Fitness Center has earned $5079.50 in revenues.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that all revenues are one month behind due to the way the State collects the taxes.  Mr. Sullivan stated that an additional $120,000 has been deposited into LGIP.  
3. Chief Mark Jackson reported that a study is being conducted regarding a Regional Dispatch Center.  Chief Jackson reported that originally it was projected that this center would become a reality within 4-5 years but now it is looking like it will be sooner.  Manager Alley stated that Staff hopes to have more information on this matter for the Council on January 10, 2012.
OLD BUSINESS:
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  City Clerk Reyes asked the Council to renew an agreement with Amber Smith for use of the Fitness Center for Zumba Instruction.  City Clerk Reyes stated that the agreement is the same as last years.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to renew the agreement with Amber Smith for use of the Fitness Center to conduct Zumba Instruction.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
B.  City Clerk Reyes asked the Council to renew an agreement with Mark Hawley for Martial Arts Instruction at the Fitness Center. City Clerk Reyes stated that the agreement is the same as last year’s.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to renew the agreement. Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
C. Manager Alley stated that Staff had requested quotes for parts for the new well and Canyon Pipe was the lowest quote at $9999.96.  Manager Alley stated that this is below the amount required to go to bid and he recommends purchasing the supplies from Canyon Pipe. Councilmember Peterson made a motion to expend funds to Canyon Pipe in the amount not to exceed $9999.96.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
D. City Clerk Reyes presented a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission for a commercial property split on Navajo Boulevard for Holbrook Land Fund/Matrixx Management.  Ms. Reyes stated that since it is a commercial property split the land owner did not have to apply to the Arizona Department of Real Estate and that the proposed split is for 7 lots.  Ms. Reyes stated that this is the first of three phases per the property owner.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the recommended split.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
