Greetings:

The City of Holbrook would like to make you aware that floodplain information that is available for properties in the City of Holbrook.  Information can be obtained by calling (928) 524-6225 or by visiting the City Clerk’s Office at City Hall.

The City of Holbrook has up-to-date FIRM (Flood Insurance Rate Maps).  The City also maintains an archive record of all FIRM maps that have been replaced by newer, revised maps.  These maps are available to anyone who is requesting information concerning properties in the City of Holbrook.  Typical information provided includes:  flood zone, FIRM panel numbers, and the date of the FIRM‘s index.  City Staff will also provide information on other flood problems not covered on the FIRM and will also be glad to provide information regarding the City’s floodplain ordinance. Staff may be able to indicate what the previous flood problems were and may have access to historic flood information.
FEMA elevation certificates are available for some of the properties in the floodplain at Holbrook City Hall.  Be aware that it is our mutual responsibility to disclose to perspective landowners the FIRM rating before purchase of property.
