FY 2016/2017 BUDGET:
Finance Director Sullivan stated that the HURF one time increase amount is $26,000.00 and that needs to be updated in the budget.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that he is still waiting on numbers for Retirement, Employee Health and Liability Insurance to complete budget.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that after research on the 1% tax it was found that the bond was voted on by the people but the tax was enacted by the Council and it includes a sunset clause.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that the Lodger’s Tax can be used however the Council chooses and that is in Ordinance. Finance Director Sullivan stated that City Clerk Reyes had provided Council with all the back up for these two issues.  Councilmember Peterson asked if there was anything particular that needed to be taken care of right away.  Finance Director stated he did not believe so unless Council had something.  Finance Director Sullivan stated he did not have anything new to present tonight.  Councilmember Wischmann made a motion to adjourn this meeting.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that Staff would like Council to adopt the tentative budget at June 14, 2016 meeting so a special meeting could be scheduled in between this evening and that meeting to go over budget with Council once all numbers are in.  Councilmember Dixon asked what would change from tonight until special meeting. Finance Director Sullivan stated that numbers from the items mentioned earlier for insurance.  Councilmember Dixon stated that he would prefer that Finance Director Sullivan correct the numbers and get the information to him electronically.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that if Council sees something they feel needs to be changed to let him know.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that when the tentative is adopted it establishes the expenditure limitation but number can be changed within the amount adopted as long as the total budget stays the same.  Councilmember Wischmann told Finance Director Sullivan to do what he’s got to do and get it passed and the he did not feel a special meeting was needed.
