MINUTES OF THE HOLBROOK CITY COUNCIL SPECIAL MEETING HELD ON 
JULY 30, 2013
CALL TO ORDER:  

Mayor Hill called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.
Roll Call:

Mayor Jeff Hill, Vice-Mayor Charles Haussman, Councilmember’s Bobby Tyler, Phil Cobb and Wade Carlisle. Councilmember Myron Maxwell and Councilmember Richard Peterson were absent and excused.
CITY STAFF:  

City Manager Ray Alley, Finance Director Randy Sullivan and City Clerk Cher Reyes.
CONSENT AGENDA:

Claims/payment approval for July 11, 2013 thru July 24, 2013. 
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the motion carried unanimously.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Councilmember Cobb made a motion to open the public hearing.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded and the public hearing opened at 6:04 p.m.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there would be no increase in property taxes and that this was the third year of no increase.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that there would be a meeting on August 19 to adopt the tax levy.  Vice-Mayor Haussman made a motion to close the hearing.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the public hearing was closed at 6:06 p.m.
NEW BUSINESS:

A. Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if the sanitation department line item of $70,425.00 was a loss.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that it was and Finance Director Sullivan stated that water and wastewater subsidize the Sanitation fund.  Vice-Mayor Haussman asked why sanitation needs a subsidy since it is contracted out.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that it is because the savings haven’t all been realized yet as the laborers are still employed with only one employee leaving employment.  Manager Alley stated that the City is still running the recycling center, transfer site and roll off truck for some commercial accounts but the overall budget for sanitation is down.  Finance Director Sullivan stated that two employees are used in other departments but their salary is still coming from Sanitation until there attrition moves them to another department. Vice-Mayor Haussman asked if funds are being transferred into HURF for the streets.  Finance Director Sullivan replied yes, the funds are being transferred from General Fund, mainly sales tax revenues, to HURF for streets.  Discussion was held regarding how HURF is calculated and divided among the cities and since Holbrook’s population is not changing HURF revenues have decreased. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that it was impressive to see the debt service was wiped out.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt Resolution 13-07.  Councilmember Carlisle seconded. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that he would like to go back at some time and review salaries and wages and how raises are determined. Vice-Mayor would like to have a review conducted so he and the other Council can understand. Manager Alley stated that he would be more than happy to go over all this in a work session. Vice-Mayor Haussman stated that as stewards of the public funds he believes this would be prudent.   The Mayor called for the question and the motion carried unanimously. Manager Alley stated that this resolution will allow the City to accept the grant to repair the runway lighting at the airport in the amount not to exceed $136,590.00 of which the City must match $6700.00.  Manager Alley stated that Council has already approved the contract for the electrical study and this grant is to pay for it.  Councilmember Cobb made a motion to adopt Resolution 13-09.  Vice-Mayor Haussman seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
. CLAIMS/PAYMENT APPROVAL FOR WALT’S HARDWARE:  
 Mayor Hill made a motion to approve the claims for Walt’s Hardware in the amount of $737.98.  Councilmember Cobb seconded and the motion carried unanimously.
